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The Westholme Sports Award Evening

So, what is this Sports Award Evening . . .

The Sports Awards Evening is an ‘End of Season’ social event to celebrate the sporting year before
the Senior girls stand down for their examinations. It will be an opportunity for staff, girls and
parents to dress up and socialise outside the school environment. Many other schools run similar
events very successfully and it is well received by both pupils and parents.

The evening will include a dinner, a speaker, some presentations and possibly a short disco. It will
not replace any of the formal sporting presentations which occur in assembly or at Prizegiving, but
allows more girls to be recognised for their contributions to the various sports teams, e.g. most
improved player, a voted for ‘player’s player’, team of the year, best sporting achievement for
each age group, etc. All squad members will receive at least a certificate in recognition of their
progress and commitment to the team.

It is not compulsory for either girls or parents to attend, and the girls will still receive their awards
even if they do not attend.

In regard to hosting the evening at an outside venue, it was felt that it would be better held
somewhere which is set up and familiar with hosting such events, hopefully providing a better
environment and setting which will give the evening more of a feel and atmosphere of a social
occasion. Plus, there is the added advantage that Mytton Fold can cater for larger numbers,
should the demand be there.

Yes, it probably could be hosted at school, but the décor would need to be changed considerably
to gain the social setting and atmosphere we would like. Plus, the kitchen staff already have a
busy calendar of events.

It is hoped that the new venture by the PE Department will be a pleasurable event, which girls
and/or parents would choose to attend and not a formal event which they feel obliged to attend.

Obviously, if there is not enough demand, the Sports Awards Evening will not be held. Hence the
need for a deposit of £5 so early to find out possible numbers and guarantee the booking if
needed, for, as you can appreciate, an event of this kind takes a great deal of organisation.
